Cookbooks sometimes suggest unusual methods of cooking food. Not long ago in the United States, two travel
writers named Chris Maynard and Bill Scheller wrote a cookbook that explains how you can cook food on your car engine.
Their idea was that if you have a lot of traveling to do, you can cook your meal as you drive.

The method is quite easy. First, wrap what you want to cook in aluminum foil, then place it on a hot part of the
engine of your car. Remember that the engine has a strong smell, so always wrap the food tightly in order to protect its
tastes. As you drive, the engine will get hotter and begin to cook the food. After an hour or so, stop your car and check the
food. If it is cooked, then you can eat it right away.

Maynard and Scheller give many different delicious recipes for dishes that can be cooked in this way. However, they
advise beginners to start with simple foods such as hot dogs or eggs. Once you find the best place on the engine for
cooking, then you can try more difficult dishes like chicken or shrimp. Cooking times, of course, depend on the kind of car
you have, the speed at which you drive, and how hot the weather is. But once you learn how to use your engine in this way,
you are able to both get where you want to go and enjoy a delicious meal when you arrive there.
