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More Light

According to many doctors, human beings need sunlight for their health. They say that people who live in places
that get little sunlight in the winter often start to feel sad and weak. The doctors say that the best way to help these
people is to give them more sunlight.

In the Italian Alps, there are many small towns that get no direct sunlight at all in the winter because the high
mountains around them block the sun. Now the mayor of one of these towns, Viganella, has thought of a plan to bring
more sunlight to his town. His plan is to build a giant mirror on a nearby mountainside and use it to reflect the sun’s light
into the center of town. An electric engine will move the mirror so that it follows the sun. This will keep sunlight coming
into the town for at least five hours on sunny days.

Another Italian town that does not get enough sunlight is Sedrina. The mayor there has suggested removing the top
of one of the mountains near the town. If the height of the mountain is lowered by 25 meters, then the town will get at
least three hours of sunlight every day. The rock that is taken from the mountain could be used for making buildings. In
both towns, the main problem is finding the money to pay for these projects. If that can be done, the mayors say, the lives
of those who live in their towns will be greatly improved.
